From the Pastor’s Desk

This is the Extraordinary Jubilee Year of Mercy. The Church’s focus
is on extending, receiving, and sharing the gift of mercy — but not at
the expense of our justice ministry. | wanted to take a moment to
update everyone on the efforts of BREAD, an organization with which
we work that finds solutions to serious community injustices.

1) BREAD has had success in collaborating with the Alcohol, Drug
and Mental Health (ADAMH) Board of Franklin County. Prompted by
BREAD'’s research and advocacy, the ADAMH Board has established
three new Assertive Community Treatment Teams that engage
individuals with severe mental health needs. ADAMH has also
allocated $200,000 for an accredited Clubhouse, which will be a place
of friendship, accountability, responsibility, and support for those with
varying degrees of mental illness. 2) BREAD is working with the
Columbus Department of Safety to put into place a community-police
relations initiative that has potential to reduce gang violence. The
desired initiative involves the coordinated efforts of courts, law
enforcement, and social service agencies. 3) BREAD continues to
campaign for a municipal ID program in Franklin County. Such an ID
would help countless vulnerable residents better integrate into the
fabric of our city. 4) The most recent BREAD campaign deals with the
issues surrounding unemployment and underemployment. The
opportunities for employment in Columbus are oftentimes
overshadowed by certain obstacles such as a lack of training,
transportation, and childcare. BREAD is currently studying these
problems in order to identify and propose solutions.

Christ the King is one of approximately fifty congregations that belong
to BREAD. Our justice ministry and the justice ministry of other
congregations is the energy behind BREAD'’s efforts. Please pray that
our commitment to justice continues to bear fruit in our city.

La Iglesia se
enfoca en extender, recibir y compartir el don de la misericordia, pero
no a costa de nuestro Ministerio de Justicia. Quise tomar un momento
para actualizarnos sobre los esfuerzos de BREAD, una organizacion
que trabaja encontrando soluciones a las injusticias graves de la
comunidad.

1) BREAD ha tenido éxito trabajando con el consejo de Alcohol,
Drogas y Salud Mental (ADAMH) del Condado de Franklin.
Impulsado por la investigacién y la promocion de BREAD, el Consejo
ha establecido tres Equipos Comunitarios de Tratamiento Asertivo
que se acoplan a las personas con necesidades de salud mental
grave. ADAMH también ha asignado $200,000 para un Clubhouse
acreditado que sera un lugar de amistad, acompafiamiento,
responsabilidad y apoyo a las personas con distintos grados de
enfermedad mental. 2) BREAD esté trabajando con el Departamento
de Seguridad de Columbus en una iniciativa de relaciones entre la
policia y la comunidad que tiene el potencial de reducir la violencia de
las pandillas. La deseada iniciativa implica el trabajo coordinado de
las cortes, la policia y agencias de servicio social. 3) BREAD sigue
haciendo campafia para una ID municipal en del condado de Franklin.
Una identificacion de este tipo ayudaria a incontables residentes
vulnerables a integrarse mejor en el tejido de nuestra ciudad. 4) La
campafia mas reciente de BREAD es en los problemas relacionados
con el desempleo y el subempleo. Las oportunidades de empleo en
Columbus son a menudo eclipsadas por ciertos obstaculos tales
como la falta de formacion, transporte y cuidado de nifios.
Actualmente BREAD estd estudiando estos problemas para
identificar y proponer soluciones.

Christ the King es uno de aproximadamente cincuenta
congregaciones de la organizacion BREAD. Nuestro ministrio de
justicia y el de las otras congregaciones es lo que impulsa esta
organizacion. Ore para que nuestro compromiso a la justicia siga
dando fruto en nuestra ciudad.
